The pattern in [Merodon] equestris differs importantly from that of other Eristalinae [Eristalini]. If one takes as a criterion the structure of the chorion, this species would in fact not belong to the [Eristalini]. There are no curved strips whatsoever, and the eggshell shows only weak indications of polygonal structure, just as one finds in some Milesinae [Xylotini]. The question arises as to whether Merodon equestris belongs in the Eristalini. Eumerus strigatus is special according to Klein-Krautheim because of the remarkable length of the strips that run over the egg, and it agrees somewhat with the Eristalini. From further investigations it will become apparent whether the taxonomy of syrphids, which is based solely on adult characters, will be supported by the structure of the chorion.
