Cheilosia urbana (Meigen 1822) [=praecox Zett]

In the first study (Kassebeer 1993) I recorded the observation of oviposition of this species on Filipendula ulmaria. New studies (Grosskopf, pers.comm.) show that C.urbana certainly does not develop in this plant, but shows high specificity to Hieracium. This mistaken report is certainly more the result of an individual abberation of the species than to a mistake of the fly in its choice of hostplant. On the day of observation [in Kassebeer 1993] only C.vernalis was caught. This is the only species to which the mistaken information could refer on the basis of its similar body size to C.urbana. Moreover it shows a very broad non-specific hostplant spectrum that probably includes Filipendula.
