In a letter of March this year, Mr RC Shannon informed us that the larvae of this species were obtained from “agua que se ajunta em buracos de arvore”.

Cerioides shannoni n.sp.

During the first days of January this year, during an investigation into the mosquito fauna living in bamboo internodes, at Juquia (S. Paulo State), we found “dentro de um deles, contendo agua”, five larvae which we guessed to be of the genus Eristalis because their terminal segments were very thin and elongated.  We brought this material back to the our laboratory and after a few days the larvae metamorphosed into pupae.  After about 20 days the adults emerged which, to our great surprise, were identified as belonging to the genus Cerioides.  ......******.

Female: 12-13 mm long without antennae; wing  9-10 mm. [description].

Larva:  not described in detail.  Has the appearance of a typical “rat-tiled maggot”.
