Hoverflies (Diptera, Syrphidae) of the anthophile complex of Caltha membranacea
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	On flowers of Caltha membranacea I report the occurrence of 87 species from 31 genera of syrphid flies.  Common visitors are species from the genera Cheilosia, Sphegina, Lejota, Pipiza, Brachyopa, Parasyrphus and Dasysyrphus.


	Nearly 40 species observed on Caltha are either only occasional visitors, or their abundance is low and they do not play an important role in pollination.  The latter include rare species which I have not seen visiting other plants (Dasysyrphus lenensis Baganchanova, Neaoascia amurensis Mutin (=subchalibea Shannon), N. confusa Mutin (=tuberculifera Violovitch), Sphegina kurenzovi Mutin, S. tuvunica Violovitch, S. verae Mutin, Chalcosyrphus admirabilis Mutin, Ch. tuberculifemur Stackelberg).


	In southern Primorye near Valdivostock, in the subzone characterized by an endemic Abies and broad-leaved trees, there are a great number of species of Cheilosia (25%), Dasysyrphus (25%), Melangyna (18.4%) and Syrphus (12%).  In northern Primorye (Ternei village) in the forest subzone characterized by Pinus coriensis and broad-leaved trees, syrphids of the genus Sphegina (70%) and Cheilosia (11%) are dominant, and in particular places there are large numbers of Sphaerophoria and Neocnemodon.
