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Installing LIFT for Dreamweaver

1. Close all programmes, including Dreamweaver, and open Internet Explorer.

2. Save a copy of the LIFT extension file on your PC:

2.1. Navigate to http://downloads.nottingham.ac.uk/utilities/lift/
2.2. Right-click on the LFD-Win-1.4.1.mxp link and Save Target As…

2.3. Save the file. It doesn’t matter where you save it, but remember where.

2.4. Close Internet Explorer.

3. Use Windows Explorer (or My Computer) to navigate to the saved extension file.

4. Double-click the LIFT extension file to run the installation program:

4.1. A dialogue box will appear with the message “Installing Extension”.

4.2. A dialogue box appears with the licence agreement. Read the licence and click Accept to proceed.

4.3. The Macromedia Extension Manager dialogue box appears with the message ‘The LIFT for Macromedia Dreamweaver’ extension has successfully installed, click on OK to proceed. 
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Note that the Macromedia Extension dialogue box now shows LIFT for Macromedia Dreamweaver in the Installed Extensions list.
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5. Close Macromedia Extension Manager.

Using LIFT for the first time

1. Start Dreamweaver.
Notice that there is a new LIFT menu.
2. Click on the LIFT menu and choose Evaluate….

3. Enter the licence code (You will only be prompted to enter the code the first time you choose an item from the LIFT menu).
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Note: -Do not click “Register on UsableNet’s website…”; our support route is through the web team as the first port of call.


4. Click on OK.

5. Read the licence and click on Accept to proceed.

5.1. On receipt of the “Thank you” message, click OK to proceed.

5.2. On receipt of the “Suggestion” message, click OK to proceed.

5.3. If the Wizard dialog box appears, close it.

6. The Reference panel will be automatically opened for you, if not click on Window, Reference.

Easy installation of LIFT for Dreamweaver MX is under development
